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LAKE GENEVA RESTORATION UPDATE: PROGRESS!! Big thanks to all Clay County staff, City of Key-

stone Heights staff, SOLO Board and any others who continue to drive the restoration efforts for our lakes.
The BID for tree removal, clearing and burning for the whole project has been awarded to C&S Site Prep, Inc.
of Lawtey , FL. Their price is good for 2 years. County staff is in the process of executing a contract with this
contractor for areas 1,3 & 4. Work is expected to begin before the end of this month. We are hopeful that ad-
ditional funding can be identified so areas 2 & 5 can be completed concurrently with the work in areas 1,3 & 4.

.... WHAT TO EXPECT ....

Noise: Forestry equipment, wood chippers and the trucks that haul the logs and the biomass are not quiet
and they like to start work at daylight. Keep in mind that this is very temporary and the sooner they begin their
work day, the sooner they will be done and quiet will be restored.

Traffic:  Getting the equipment needed for the work in place will create delays at access points. Trucks en-
tering and exiting these areas WILL slow local traffic. Be patient and kind to those engaged in these restora-
tion activities. The results are worth it.

Hazards: The lake bed below elevation 102.9 is the work area. This will be deemed a construction zone with
a no trespass order in place that will be legally enforced for the duration of the project. Please refrain from
entering this area. Felled trees, logs, branches and debris will be present where they may not have been pre-
viously. STAY OUT of work areas at all times. Do not approach the equipment operators. They are there to
get the job done and MAY NOT see you. Further more, they do not have the authority to answer questions.

Smoke will occur when burning begins. Best practices will be used for when this phase of the work begins as
well as for its duration. Burning will only proceed as safety and climactic conditions allow. Due to the current
BURN BAN, the contractor is planning to grind the biomass and deliver it to GRU to use as fuel.

Expect the 5th Street Boat Ramp to be closed to public access for the duration of the project. Itis a major
access point and staging area for the work..

We will do our
best to get your questions answered.

DO NOT approach the Contractor, their employees or the equipment operators with questions. They do not
have the authority to answer questions and will be delayed if stopping work activities.

Possible volunteer opportunities may arise for some areas of the lake not covered during this phase of resto-
ration. More to come on this topic in later updates and newsletters. Attend our bi-monthly members meeting
next Tuesday , March 10. Bring a friend or neighbor. Hope to see you there!
